NEW BUSINESS
Fox Park improvements
Option 1 and Option 2
City Manager Huff stated that the Sally Fox Park trust funds have been released so they can be spent on Fox Park.  The consensus is to upgrade the splash pad.  If the splash pad is upgraded it will deplete the trust.  Option 1 would cost $100,000 and Option 2 would cost $122,000.
Shane Potter asked if this was the top needs of the community and the best way to spend SDC money.  He also mentioned that it is a lot of money and how long will it last.
CM Huff stated that the company representative said that the current splash pad was put in when many of them were put in around the area and they are now being rebuilt.
Councilor Pottle asked if the water is recycled, he was told no due to the high cost of a system and the one in Oregon City has failed and they are removing it.
Shane Potter said that he would like to see Option 1 so it would save on SDC funds.
CM Huff stated that there is $521,000 in Park SDC at this time.  He said that with the new SDC Methodology the city has will have the cost replenished by this summer.
Cm Huff stated that another project that is getting closer to fruition is the railroad trail.
A motion to approve Option 2 was made, Betty Martin seconded.  Motion passed 5-1.  Scott Clarke stated that the splash pads get used a lot.  Staff has been asked to find other funding sources.
Park in lieu of Proposal
I & E Construction has submitted a preliminary proposal for the property at Stone Place Apt. to be deeded to the City as a finished open space, green space park.  CM Huff is asking for the specific things the P&R board want to see before they move forward.
Shane Potter stated that not having a park at an apartment complex creates a safety issue.  He recommends a park that is a safe walking distance from the complex.
CIP
Scott Clarke asked if the plan had to be broken down by streets or just in general.  CM Huff stated that it does not need to be broken down, the trail itself is in the CIP.  CM Huff asked that the P&R Board propose new ideas for the trail.
Proposals will be the focus of the next meeting.
City Ordinance
CM Huff advised that the City Council did not consider a smoking ban in the parks.  He was informed that it went before council and it was tabled.
Betty Martin made a motion to adjourn.  Scott Clarke seconded.  Motion approved.
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
